According to the March 16, 2020 statement from ADA President Chad P. Gehani:

In order for dentistry to do its part to mitigate the spread of COVID-19, the ADA recommends dentists nationwide postpone elective procedures for the next three weeks. Concentrating on emergency dental care will allow us to care for our emergency patients and alleviate the burden that dental emergencies would place on hospital emergency departments.  As health care professionals, it is up to dentists to make well-informed decisions about their patients and practices.”
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
